Lesson Plan #1: Intro to Solar System

For each group of 4 students: 50 grams of gray clay,
100 grams of yellow clay, 50 grams of green clay, 50 grams of blue clay, 50 grams of red clay, a balance.  

Lesson Plan #2: Planets

Classroom map of the solar system, For each group of 4 students: Paper to sketch planets on, writing utensils, 4 sets of the 9 planet cut outs.

Lesson Plan #3: Sun

3 inch Styrofoam ball for Earth, bamboo skewer (12-14), lamp with 200 watt bulb with shade removed to serve as the Sun, optional extension cord for the lamp.

Lesson Plan #4: Moon

Light bulb (suspended from ceiling or on a stand),
Styrofoam balls 2-3 inches in diameter (1 per student), and plenty of room for your students to rotate in!

Lesson Plan #5: Constellations

Overheads of various types of stars (at the end of this document), map of constellations, cardboard tubes, rubber bands, black construction paper, additional colored paper, stickers and other coloring utensils, glue.

Lesson Plan #6: 

For each group of 4 students: 50 grams of gray clay,
100 grams of yellow clay, 50 grams of green clay, 50 grams of blue clay, 50 grams of red clay, cut out of planets from Lesson Plan #2, a balance.
